Well,
our Lord set and prepared this altar with his life and death and He
invites you to eat with Him every week.

So, when the priest says to you: "The body of Christ". You are going
to respond with a firm "AMEN".

When we say AMEN to the Eucharist, what are we exactly saying? We
are saying three things:

1.--I believe that what I am eating may look like bread, smell like
bread, taste like bread BUTIT IS IN FACT THE FLESH OF MY
LORD.

--St Thomas Aquinas: in its substance is the flesh of my Lord.
--to be Catholic we have to believe this: THE REAL PRESSENCE.
--with all the emphasis on good nutrition these days, nutritionists
say that we are what we eat. We as Catholics believe THAT WE
ARE WHAT WE EAT the Body of Christ.

2.--Every time I consume the body and blood of my Lord: I have to
be changed; T have to be different. I can't be the same old person.
I now have Jesus Christ the Real Presence inside of me.

--that when I leave this church ftoday, I have o be a better person:

--I don't fight with my brother or sister
--T look beyond the color of someone’s skin.
--I don't talk back to my mother or father.
-- I give to and help the poor.

EUCHARIST: THE BODY OF CHRIST IN THIS WORLD.

--I WILL BECOME HIS HANDS AND FEET in this world.

--St Augustine, who was not known to be a mystic had a vision, in
which Jesus said to him: Augustine, every time you eat my body and
drink my blood, I am not going o become part of you (in terms eating,
digestion, and absorption). No, every time you eat my body and drink
my blood you are going to become part of me (digested and absorbed
into the Body of Christ.)

-- Let's look at the action: soon we will have the body of Christ
on the altar, everyone will come up and consume a piece. After
communion, where is the Body of Christ? Seated here in the pews.
The Body of Christ is us the spiritual family of Our Holy Redeemer
Parish and the Catholic Church.

DURING THE CONSECRATION: T hold the Lord's body up and his
Precious Blood up for an extended period of time, at least a full minute

or two, WHY?
1 I believe that everyone (especially families) can benefit from
more silence in their lives, there is so much noise in the world.

2 We are called o be the body of Christ, so we are gazing upon
what we should become.

--With the real presence inside us, we become the living Body of
Christ in this world. Therefore, we treat our parents, our families,
one another, the poor as Christ would treat them.

IT.-- Jesus Christ prepared this beautiful altar with His life and
death. He invites you o come and receive His body every week (every
day if you want).

Don't ever stay away from this table (because of sports, going to the
mall or for any other trivial reason)

Parents, it's going to be up to you to bring these children every week
to mass. You want your children to receive the sacraments, practice
the faith, to be good Catholics; it will be up to you to get them here
every Sunday.

CONCLUSION: So, children when I say to you today or when a
Eucharistic Minister says fo you, "The Body of Christ."
